The Natioysl Labor Convention (coiored) did
pot have the pleasure last nizht of hearing an
address from lon. Charles Sumuer, that geatic-
mat baving disappointed the audience. C. H.
1’eters, & wared commissioner of the ¢ity. futro-
duced & resolution of thauvks to Mayor Buwen,
sumilar 1o that tabled yesterday, and, in the nb-
sence of tie ore prominent men of the couven-
tion. it was adopted. Speeches were then made
on the colored Jabhor couvention by a namber of
the delegates. This morning the convention re-
aseembled. A resolntion offered by Rev. Sellar
Martiu was adopted, spprovivg that portion of
the President’s message referning o the l6bor
guestien, snd tesdering thanks to President
Grant for faieness and fenrlessness of utterauce.

A resolution offere@ by Alr, Barbadoes, of Cal-
ifornis, was gdopied, proclaiming the law mak-
ing cight hours's day's work in all Iabor per.
fosmed for the government s wise. justihjmane,
and economienl, and should be interpreted fairly
and equitably, and expressing the-bope that zov-,
ereaent coutractors and it own oflicers will
carry on! i3 provisioys fally,

A reolution was adopted authorizing thee
ecutive commilice of the permanent organ
ticn to appeint one or more Gelegated to tnel
ternational J.abor Congress to be held in Paris
next September,

P'rot. Vashon read a tong report on education,
detailing the progresa made in that direction
throngh the agcwcy of the freedmen’s burcau
and -other sources, by ich colored children
have been and are receivise the ble g of
educational culture, the report concluding with
a long geriea of resolutions that the work, after
various oruanizativns, should continue untit
the entire Soutlt is dotted over with normal
achools, completein all needfu! edneational fa-
citities.”  The report and resoiutions were
adopted,

A resolution was adopted praying Conoress to
aunihorize the appointmert by the President of a
land comiission for the purpose of purchasiug
eligible laud for homeateads, the titiea thercof
to be held untit by Instalimente, without imer.
est, it ehali have been paid for when the money
80 ctoployed, sot to excead $2,000,000 shall be re-
funded tu the netioualt reasury.

A number of resvlutions were referred to vari-
ol comimitieet,

Me. Mackey, of South Carolina, offered A me-
morial, 10 be presented to Congress, relative to
the condition of the colored laborers of the
South, avking that measurcs be taken to lessen
tabor and increase wages, which conid be don:
by furnishing tbem with homesteads in the
Southern States, of which there was 42,000 veres
of public laude. The memorisl wus unsnimously
adopied. .

A dclegation of tho counvention. consiating of
Messra, Rapier of Alabama, J. B, W, Leonard of
New York, Kenpedy of Maryland, and lawson
of Pennsylvania, called-on Mayor Ilowen st his
office this morning. Mr. Kapier addressed Sr.
Bowen, thauking him ip the hgme of the conven-
tion for the intecest he had expredsed in the
Jebor movement, ‘The mayor reaponded briefly,
concludivg by wishing the coavention perfect
soceess.

The colored poople’s assaciation to establish
an cducational institution for colored youthas a
mopument to Abrabam Lingoin has turned over
the one thousand dollare, or thercabouts, col-
lected, to the Avery Colleze, Pennsylvania, and
to Howard University, in trust to cudow schoiar-
ghips for advanced schiolars from the District of
Columbia. The most of this money was collected
in 1865, at the great meeting which was held on
the 4th of July of that year. Afler four ycars,
and no more collections, the -managers felt ob-
liged to abandon the memorial undertaking and
do the next Lest thing with the motey, -

A resolution of tinnketo the national execu-
tive cotnmittee of colored men was unanimously
carried.

A resolution was adopted instructing the dele-
gates, upou thelr reiurn to their homes, to call
State conventions of the laboring men.

The convention will probably conclude its pes-
