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% LABOR IN POLITIOS.

The Subcommittee of the Central Labor
Union’s Political Committee met 1ast evening at
No. 141 Eighth-street. The committee 18 com-
posed of one member from each Assembly dis-
trict in the city.

When Mr. George was spoken to about the mat~
ter he denied that he had made any promises
whatever to the Home Club. _Nevertheless
Thomas B. Maguire, one of its head men, is
warmly advocating Mr. George’s nomination.
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
